¢ Church Planting - Thank God a new church was planted in spite of many challenges. Our team will
visit them to provide training courses regularly. We have also mobilized other local churches to
support this church in its infancy through prayers, donations and short-term missions trips. Pray this
church will continue to grow and mature in Christ.

¢ Small Group Leaders Training - Thank God for the nearly 40 participants of the small group leaders
training in May. Our plan is to provide monthly training and evaluation to pastoral district leaders and
group leaders. Please pray the training will help to equip the churches for ministry and to build up the
Body of Christ.

¢ Challenges — Thankful to God that He was at work during this past year. In addition to external safety
issues, we also experience the following internal challenges:
1. A shortage of workers who can serve as coaches.
2. The workers and the churches they lead are relatively young, and they lack ministry experience

and maturity.

3. Our church planting strategies need continual improvement.
4. Supporting resources need to be developed.
5. We need to keep learning and adapting to the new environments with limited domestic resources.
