Jakarta-based research and advocacy group (Sentra Institute for Democracy and Peace) has called
for reform of Indonesia’s blasphemy laws. It said that the controversial laws disproportionately target
religious minorities in Indonesia, and can lead to “trial by mob.” Additionally, because the laws are so
vaguely worded, police rely on fatwas (formal rulings) from Islamic scholars in order to interpret and
understand them. Pray that the central government of Indonesia will consider these matters
carefully.
