I. Prepare a Shoe Box Gift

A shoe box filled with small toys, school supplies, other gifts, and a personal note can introduce
a hurting child to God’s love.

Step 1. Shoe Box
Use a standard size shoe box or a small plastic container. You can wrap the box (lid separately),
but wrapping is not required. Pray for the child who will receive your special gift.

Step 2. Boy or Girl?

Determine whether your gift will be for a boy or girl, and the child’s age category: 2-4, 5-9, or
10-14. Please pick up the appropriate boy/girl label from the Caring Department table in the
Visitors’ Lounge. Mark the correct age category on the label, and tape the label to the top of
your box.

Step 3. Fill with Gifts
Fill the box with a variety of gifts that will bring delight to a child.

Step 4. Include Your Donation

Please donate $10 or more for each shoe box you prepare to help cover shipping and other
project costs. You can write a check to Samaritan’s Purse (note “OCC” on memo line) and place
it in an envelope on top of the gift items inside your box. If you or your family are preparing
more than one shoe box, please make a combined donation.

Step 5. Secure Shoe Box and Drop Off
Place a rubber band around each closed shoe box, and drop off at the Caring Department table in

the Visitors Lounge (Rockville) and Fellowship Hall (G-Campus). Last day of collection is
11/24.

II. Donate Shipping and/or Gift Cost

You can help by “adopting” the shipping cost of a box for $10. You can also donate any amount
for the cost of gifts, and we will forward it to Samaritan’s Purse.

¢ Clinic Uncertainty - David continues to serve as a family doctor at a clinic in one of the Internally
Displaced Persons (IDPs) camps. With the possibility of the camps closing and families leaving, the
need for our services could balloon exponentially or just as easily dissolve. We hope to be sensitive to
the needs around us as they change and adapt our clinic strategy and services accordingly.

¢ Physical Safety - Our greatest hazards are car accidents, illness, and racial harassment.

¢ Shifting Schedules - With Lucy’s new school (1st grade) has come earlier wake-ups for all, which
means we are more exhausted come evening and at the end of the week. However, in this late-
night culture, these are the best times to visit the locals. We hope to balance engagement within
this culture with school, rest, and establishing healthy self-care rhythms.

At the time of writing, violence continues to rage in the north-eastern Indian state of Manipur. Believers
among the Christian-majority Kuku people group (as well as the few Christians among the Meitei
people group) have been targeted, with at least 120 people killed - most of them Christians - at least
250 church buildings burned down, and more than 60,000 people (mostly Christians) have been
displaced from their homes. Ask that the Lord will provide for all those affected by the conflict, and
especially His persecuted people.
