1. New Life Drug Rehab Center in Northern Myanmar (3 locations - Lashio, Tuanggyi, and
Mengu). Although the bombings conducted by the Burmese army are gradually coming to a
halt, vehicles are still prohibited from entering and exiting, and the gospel based drug treatment
ministry is still experiencing many challenges. Pray that the Lord will provide for the basic needs
of the co-workers and the brothers that are recovering from drug addiction.

2. The Myanmar military has recently bombed the Kutkai Holy Light School and the Kutkai Chinese
Baptist Church. Some of the buildings were badly damaged by the bombings, and we are not
aware of any casualties. Pray for the safety of the teachers, students and families in the area.
Please pray the school and the church will be rebuilt soon.
