Ten Christians in northern Mozambique were killed by terrorists in a series of attacks on Christian
villages. At least 130 houses and a church building were burned. In the following weeks, as further
attacks occurred, nearly 100,000 people fled south, many of them settling in an area that was
experiencing a cholera outbreak.
