(1) Genesis, the Beginning of Beginnings Part 3

(2) The Book of Revelation Pastor John Tung
Many people are confused and intimidated by the
challenge of understanding the Book of Revelation. So, can
you understand the Book of Revelation? Yes, you can. You
can summarize its message in one sentence: God rules his-
tory and will bring it to its consummation in Christ. Read it
with this main point in mind, and you will understand. You will
not necessarily understand every detail, but it is not neces-
sary to understand every detail in order to profit spiritually.
Too often Revelation is viewed as a book only about the fu-
ture, however, we will show that Revelation is not merely a
“futurology” but a book about how the church should live for
the glory of God throughout the ages — including our own. We
will demonstrate that Revelation’s challenging pictures are
best understood not by apparent technological and contem-
porary parallels in the twentieth and twenty-first centuries but
by Old Testament and Jewish parallels from the distant past.

(3) People Who Met Jesus Isabel Lee

The gospels record some unique accounts of Jesus'
interaction with people. When people such as a despised tax
collector, Zaccheus, a respected Pharisee, Nicodemus and
the thief on the cross met Jesus, exciting things happened
whatever their backgrounds and circumstances were. Their
lives were changed forever.
